
2005-Declaratia de la Berlin- Opriti mineritul iresponsabil!
La cinci ani de la Declaratia de la Berlin asupra mineritului aurifer, cu cianuri,organizatii non-guvernamentale din 37 de tari si-au reiterat apelul catre guverne sicompanii miniere, sa respecte drepturile omului si sa puna capat violarii, incontinuare, a drepturilor omului, practicilor iresponsabile de minierit si distrugeriimediului inconjurator:
Ne asteptam ca companiile multinationale sa se supuna sis a promoveze domnia legii/
statul de drept precum si drepturile omului in tarile in care investesc. Ne asteptam ca ele sa
respecte drepturile comunitatilor si sa puna capat oricaror forme de intimidare si coercitie.
Cerem tuturor guvernelor tarilor unde aceste companii au sediile- in primul rand Australiei,
Canadei, Africii de Sud si Statelor Unite-sa condamne acele companii care se fac vinovate
de incalcarea drepturilor omului pe teritoriul altor tari. O astfel de prevedere ar trebui sa
includa deschiderea de actiuni in instanta, cu character penal, dar si oferirea de
compensatii adecvate pentru victime.
Cerem guvernelor din intreaga lume sa consacre, respecte si sa aplice dreptul la un
consimtamant anterior, temeinic informat si liber exprimat, al comunitatilor afectate de
proiecte miniere, inclusiv dreptul de a respinge un proiect. Acest consimtamant trebuie
obtinut de compania ce propune proiectul inca inainte de obtinerea licentelor de explorare.
Cerem guvernelor sa protejeze dreptul la apa, al comunitatilor afectate de minerit si sa
opreasca distrugerea cursurilor unor ape prin devierea lor, construirea de baraje, folosirea
excesiva a apelor (in multe cazuri incurajata de absenta sau tarifele foarte mici impuse
exploatarii comerciale/industriale a apleor), scurgerile acide frecvente si pe termen lung
precum si a devarsarilor de cianura si a apelor infestate cu cianura.
Cerem guvernelor sa implementeze si sanctioneze legislatia care minimizeaza dizlocarea
fizica sau economica a comunitatilor si care sa garanteze celor dizlocati un nivel de
compensare care sa le imbunatateasca, in mod durabil, viata, dreptul si accesul la pamant
si apa. Cerem guvernelor sa le impuna comapaniilor responsabilitatea pentru distrugerile
pe care le aduc mediului inconjurator precum si sistemelor sociale.
Conform normelor internationale de drepturile omului, guvernele sunt obligate sa protejeze
dreptul la securitate sociala respective la sanatate. In consecinta, guvernele trebuia sa
reglementeze activitatile miniere in acord cu aceste prevederi. Aici ar trebui inclusa si
asigurarea de risc, obligatorie si comprehensive, care sa acopere si distrugerea, pe termen
lung, a mediului inconjurator, inclusive dupa terminarea proiectului.
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Cerem guvernelor sa opreasca redistribuirea veniturilor celor mai sarace segmente ale
societatii catre cei mai bogati din lumea globalizata. Contabilizarea costurilor reale trebuie
sa devina o conditie sine qua non, pentru orice activitate miniera. Nimic nu e mai de pret
decat viata. Cerem tuturor guvernelor sa puna oamenii inaintea profiturilor. In acest sens
vom continua sa le reamintim guvernelor care le sunt obligatiile, in conformitate cu normele
internationale, de aparare a drepturilor omului si a conventiilor pentru protejarea mediului
inconjurator.
